RRT/NWAC WORKGROUP CHARTER

Workgroup:  Hazardous Substances Workgroup

Mission Statement:  Provide overall leadership on the development, refinement, and implementation of information and data related to hazardous substance and Weapons of Mass Destruction response.

Guidelines:

1.  The workgroup chair will forward proposed changes to Charter to the Steering Committee chair/co-chair for review and approval.


3.  The Workgroup Chair/Co-Chair is responsible for regular communication with the Steering Committee, including providing meeting minutes, updates, and recommendations.  Meetings will be held as needed to accomplish objectives.  To the extent possible, Workgroup meetings will be announced publicly on the RRT/NWAC web site.


4.  The Workgroup Chair will assign a member to oversee and coordinate the completion of each action item and identify a due date.  Workgroup chair will be asked to provide a brief overview of activities at each RRT/NWAC meeting.

Objectives:

1.  Annually evaluate hazardous substance and weapons of mass destruction information in the NWACP (Chapter 7000) and provide new or updated information to the Steering Committee as necessary.

2.  Evaluate lessons learned during actual incidents or exercises and take appropriate actions to incorporate in contingency planning efforts.
